Changes to 
Mancfatory Child 
Abuse Reporting ­
Effective 5/28/2007 

Beginning the last week of 

May, new Child Abuse 

Reporting Standards have 

been released that broaden 

the scope of what is 

reportable in an effort to 

prevent further harm to 

children. Prior, a child had 

to come directly before a 

mandated reporter; and 

now that has broadened to 

the mandated reporter has 

to have information that 

leads them to surmise that 

imminent and emergent 

harm will come to the child 

without intervention. The 

change also does away with 

the statutory rape piece 

and opens up the 

perpetrators to sexual 

assault/rape charges. One 

of the other major changes 

is that the new expectation 

does not limit reportability 

to perpetrators/abusers that 

are related, live in the same 

house, or have custodial! 

supervision duties as was 

specified previously. At the 

preparation/printing of this 

article more guidance and 

information is being 

planned through PCAR and 

PCADV. Stay tuned for 

updates!
